3.	A ☐ PLENARY or ☐ LIMITED guardian of the Ward’s person and property shall be appointed and shall henceforth have the duty and authority to exercise on behalf of the Ward only those delegable rights selected in the foregoing findings of this Order, pursuant to Section 744.3215(3), Florida Statutes.
